To check on AVAILABILITY, on the booking screen, click on date and

number of bunks required . It may appear that all 18 bunks are booked (top

line) but that is only to prevent the whole hut being booked when some bunks
are already taken.

To book click on number of places /bunks required . For example , if you wish
to book the whole hut, click on 18 places ; 6 places ,click on one of the 6
bunk slots ; if 12, click on two of the 6 bunk slots . Individual bookings have
to be entered bunk by bunk i.e. 5 places needs Bunk 1 , Bunk 2 etc .Please
complete the details .An e-mail is automatically sent to the Bookings
Secretary who will confirm the booking.

Bookings may also be made by telephone on the assumption that you have
read and agreed the Booking conditions
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HUT BOOKING POLICY

. Those using the hut must be members of the BMC or MC of S, either as

individuals or through affiliated clubs.

Bookings for members of affiliated clubs will usually be made by secretaries
of the club.

Members may bring one guest .

Membership number, either individual or club , should be quoted on
booking and in the register in the hut .Wardens may ask for membership
cards. The register in the hut should be signed on arrival with dates of stay
and membership number.

. The individual making the booking agrees to the conditions and is

responsible for complying with the hut rules (as displayed in the hut) and
for any damage to the building and its contents . He/she( or identified
member of the group) should be familiar with the fire instructions as
displayed in the hut .

Bookings may be made by e-mail, online or telephone . Bookings made
electronically are only confirmed by the Bookings Secretary and deposit
received. Current deposit is 50% of the total cost with the full balance at
least 4 weeks before date of arrival .The deposit is non refundable. When
appropriate with good reasons for cancellation, a credit for future bookings
will be given .

Bookings may only be made 12 months in advance . Full week bookings for
the whole hut (18 places , Saturday to Saturday) are preferred in the last 2
weeks of May and the first 2 weeks of June.

Current cost per person ,per night is £7.00 . Charges will be reviewed in
October 2011.
